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CEAP Board of Directors

“Scouting for Food” brings in thousands of
pounds of food collected from their neighbors.  CEAP
honors its vounteers in April at the annual Volunteer Rec-
ognition Luncheon.

May
       It’s time to “Spruce up for Spring.”  Volunteers of
CEAP’s HandyWorks program rake, trim shrubs, and pull
weeds at  the homes of seniors and adults with disablities.
This extra help enables people to remain independently
living in their own homes.

June/July
        Both the Brooklyn Park and Blaine offices get busy
planning, preparing and taking registrations for the an-
nual Back-To-School Caring Tree program at Brookdale
Center and Northtown Mall.

August
       The time has arrived for the Caring Tree booths to be
staffed at Brookdale Center & Northtown Mall.  School
supplies are sorted, packed into new backpacks and dis-
tributed to children in need.  2,617 children received new
backpacks loaded with supplies to start school in 2003.

      FoodShare is what comes to mind when we think of March.  For the past 22 years Minnesota FoodShare has lead
a campaign to feed thousands of hungry Minnesotans.  With help from media partners, and response from the
Community, Minnesota FoodShare gets the word out to fill local food shelves and publicize the very real need to
address hunger in our state.

September
     The onset of fall leaves brings the first of many planning
meetings for CEAP’s holiday distribution.  September’s
fundraiser was held in the parking lot at Cub Foods in Brook-
lyn Center in conjunction with their 35th Anniversary Cel-
ebration.  19 volunteers donated 67 hours over two week-
ends to sell hot dogs, chips and soda.

October
      CEAP’s HandyWorks volunteers are busy again with
fall yard clean-up for seniors and adults with disabilities.  In
2003 HandyWorks  volunteers donated 1,193 hours to serve
194 households with 1,861 jobs.

November
       The holiday rush starts early at CEAP.  Families come to
the Brooklyn Park CEAP office to register for the Holiday
distribution.  Clients are also able to register at two off site
registration locations.

December
     Some staff participated in the Holidazzle Parade collect-
ing food for distribution during the holidays.  Also this
month CEAP partners with local corporations and congre-
gations to provide holiday food baskets, toys and gifts to
families in need in the area.
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     Management team has their semi-annual planning retreat.
Decisions need to be made about programs and funding.
Staff meets to discuss Holiday Program ideas and dates
for 2003.  Groundwork for the year needs to be laid out while
things are relatively quiet.

     The first fundraiser was  held; the 12th annual Perfect
“10” Car Wash in Spring Lake Park.  Staff begins planning
for March FoodShare month.  Meals on Wheels partici-
pated  in homebound recipients Bingo.



Family Services

CEAP’s Family Services are designed to resolve a temporary crisis and lead
families toward self-sufficiency.  The majority of families who seek CEAP’s
services are experiencing a temporary setback such as a recent job loss, an
unexpected and costly car repair, a family crisis, or simply no extra money in
the family budget for food, rent, school supplies or gifts during the holidays.

In 2003 CEAP served over 21,556 people in Northwest Hennepin and Anoka
Counties.  The majority of people served were children; they made up over
half of CEAP’s clients.  CEAP’s Blaine office serves all residents of Anoka
County and the Brooklyn Park office serves residents of Brooklyn Park,
Brooklyn Center and East Champlin.

Clothing Closet
CEAP’s Clothing Closet is located at the
Brooklyn Park office and is open to any Min-
nesota resident in need.  The Closet is stocked

with donations from the community, and staffed solely by volunteers.  Clothing,
shoes and accessories for men, women and children are available to shoppers
at no charge.  People may visit the Closet up to twice a month.  The Clothing
Closet is open in the morning and afternoon on Monday, Wednesday, Thursday
and Friday.  In 2003, there were 10,874 visits to the Clothing Closet and 63,937
items of clothing were given away.

Career Clothing
CEAP’s Career Clothing Program for women provides business casual and
professional clothing free to women in need who are looking for a job, are
currently employed, attending school or involved in a housing search.  In 2003,
there were 178 visits to the Career Clothing closet and the dollar value of the
clothing distributed totaled over $14,951.

Many of the women who use this program are making
the transition from welfare to the workplace and do not
have the necessary clothing for an interview or even for
day-to-day work.  Women can shop once each quarter
with a referral to the program, and are allowed to select
up to three complete outfits, including shoes and acces-
sories, at each visit.

Women wishing to use the Career Clothing Closet must
have a referral from either a CEAP Family Service
worker or from one of CEAP’s 19 partner agencies.  Ap-
pointments are required to shop in the Career Clothing
Closet.

Going the extra mile. . .

Food and Nutritional Assistance
Both CEAP offices operate food shelves.  Individuals and families may use
the food shelf once every 30 days.  Food shelf clients receive enough food  for
their family for at least five days.  A variety of food is given out in each order
including cereal, soup, canned fruit and vegetables, bread, milk, margarine,
peanut butter, jelly, meats and other items.  Appointments are required to use
the food shelf.  Both the Brooklyn Park and Anoka food shelves rely heavily
upon donations from the community.  CEAP accepts nonperishable, canned
and packaged food year round.  Food that is not received by donations, is
purchased by CEAP at a discounted bulk rate, through the Emergency
FoodShelf Network (EFN) and Second Harvest Food Bank.  The Anoka of-
fice also is a distribution site for Mothers and Children (MAC) and Nutritional
Assistance Program for Seniors (NAPS) supplemental food programs.

2003 Highlights

•  4,930 families - 17,119 individuals (unduplicated count)
received enough food to make 665,615 meals from
CEAP’s food shelves.

•  Over 571,637 pounds of food were donated to CEAP
from area businesses, schools, congregations, individu-
als and organizations.
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Information and Referral Services
CEAP provides information to clients and refers them
to other community agencies for services that CEAP
does not provide, and serves clients who were referred
from various partner agencies.  For example, CEAP
has a collaborative relationship with Hennepin County
Food Support Program (formerly known as Food Stamp
Program).  Family Service Coordinators screen
foodshelf participants for food stamp eligibility and can
assist with filling out the application.

Welfare to Work Programs

Where would I be without CEAP?

CEAP’s Anoka County office offers no-interest loans for car repair or maintenance or to purchase a pre-
owned vehicle.  To qualify, prospective borrowers must be MFIP enrolled parents, who have physical custody
of at least one child age 17 or younger, among other requirements. In 2003 CEAP’s Anoka County  Welfare
to Work Transportation Program served 197 families in the amount of $174,659.  The coordinator also does
the Access to Jobs Program for MFIP clients.

2003 Highlights

•  Loans were made through the Family Loan
Program to 66 families in the amount of $117,433
for car purchases and repair and $47,187 for car
leases.

•  Anoka County Welfare to Work Transporta-
tion Program loaned $174,659 to 197 families for
purchase or repair of a vehicle.

•  Volunteers on the transportation and the loan
committees donated 185 hours of their time.

Family Loan Program
The Family Loan Program began in 1985 through a grant from the McKnight
Foundation to fund small, no-interest loans to families in need.  Parents
with dependent children  may apply for a loan to make major car repairs
or purchase a pre-owned vehicle if they are working or in school.  Through
the Family Loan Program, borrowers are able to establish a positive credit
history and receive the satisfaction of paying off a debt, along with having
transportation  to continue working.  Borrowers may be residents of North
and Northwest Hennepin County or all of Anoka County.  During 2003,
car loans were made to 66 families in the amount of $47,187 for car
leases and $117,433 for car purchase and re-
pair.

CEAP has joined the Ways to Work and the Al-
liance of Children and Families loan program.
There will be no major change in qualifying guide-
lines as a result of the alliance.  Check their
website for more info at  www/alliance1.org.

Gifts for Seniors
This year our Senior program participated in the Metro
wide Gifts for Seniors program sponsored by the Volun-
teer & Community Partnership Program in Hennepin
County and KLBB 1200/1470 AM and WMNN 1330 AM
radio stations.  Thanks to this program, we were able to
brighten the day of several seniors during the holidays,
and will also be able to remember them on their  birth-
days.

Caring Tree Back-To-School Program
For the eleventh year in a row, CEAP and the Caring Tree Foun-
dation, a program of the Minnesota Shopping Center Associa-
tion, along with Northtown Mall and Brookdale Center, helped
area children receive school supplies for the new school year.
For the first two weeks in August, shoppers at either mall could
adopt a child from the Caring Tree by buying and filling a back
pack for that child.  Children who were not adopted by a shop-
per were provided school supplies that CEAP either assembled
from miscellaneous donations or purchased with cash donations.
CEAP served over 1,808 children from the Northtown Mall Car-
ing Tree and 809 from the Brookdale Center Caring Tree.  Both
CEAP offices are also supported by donations of supplies and
backpacks from the community.

Holiday Programs
Through a partnership with Medtronic, area churches, and civic groups,
CEAP’s Blaine office served 443 families with food baskets and gifts.  Em-
ployees of Medtronic sponsor a Christmas Dinner Anonymous (CDA) pro-
gram.  The CDA program receives names of area families that need extra
help during the holidays.  Employees raise funds, assemble holiday food
baskets and deliver them to the families.

The Holiday Program, run by the Brooklyn Park office, was also very suc-
cessful.  Distribution day was December 19th at the Brooklyn Park Ar-
mory.  This program serves families who live in Brooklyn Center, Brooklyn
Park and East Champlin, with children from birth to age 18.  Families who
participated in the program received a food basket that included traditional
holiday food, fresh fruit and fresh meat.  Parents chose two gifts and a
stocking stuffer for each child.  In the 2003 holiday distribution, 2,171 chil-
dren were given gifts and 732 families received food.



Senior Services
CEAP’s Senior Services were developed to help senior citizens and adults with disabilities to be able to remain
independent and stay in their own homes.  Senior Services runs two programs out of CEAP’s Brooklyn Park
office.  Meals on Wheels serves Brooklyn Center, and Brooklyn Park and Camden.  CEAP expanded the
HandyWorks program to include Osseo and all of Champlin as well as serving Brooklyn Center, Brooklyn Park,

and the northern part of the Camden neighborhood of Minneapolis.

HandyWorks
HandyWorks is a chore service program serving senior citizens over age
60 and adults with disabilities.  HandyWorks is one program in a network
of 15 HandyWorks programs coordinated through  Greater Minneapolis
Council of Churches, (GMCC) throughout the Twin Cities metropolitan
area.  HandyWorks uses volunteers and independent contractors to per-
form housekeeping, yard care, snow removal and minor home maintenance.
As the senior population increases, so does the need for services. The
need is growing faster than HandyWorkers can be found.

Meals On Wheels
CEAP’s Meals on Wheels program provides home-delivered, hot, nutri-
tious lunches to senior citizens and adults with disabilities.  For some cli-
ents, Meals on Wheels is a solution to a temporary set-back, such as re-
covering from surgery.  For other clients, it provides the independence of

being able to stay in their own homes.  It also gives  peace of mind to
the client’s family because they know that their loved one is eating a
balanced meal and being visited daily by a friendly volunteer.  Meals
on Wheels exists mostly because of the commitment of volunteers.
Twelve volunteer drivers are  needed  each  weekday throughout the
year to  deliver meals to approximately 120 homes.
